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I. “Overture to Prince Igor”............ Alexander Borodin (1770-1827)

Prince Igoris Borodin's only opera. He labored over it, off and on, for eighteen
years, though it was not quite completed at his dearh, It is a powerful, dramatic
masterpiece that owes some of its popularity to the sections completed by
Boredin’s friends Nikolay Rimsky-Korsakov and especially Alexander
Glazunov, who finished the Overture from his memory of Boredin’s having
played it for him several times. The story, with a libretto by the composer based
on an old Russian tale, begins in the ancient past at the time of a solar eclipse,
which the people recognize as an evil omen, in Putivl, 2 medieval Russian city
and in various military camps. Warlike Prince Igor has an equally bellicose son,
Vladimir, and they decide, nonetheless, to do battle with the Polovtsians who
have invaded their country. In oneact, Igor, a prisoner, is offered horses by
which he can escape the Polovtsi but refuses the offer because it would not be
honorzble; in another act {gor’s son falls in love with his enemy, Yaroslovna, the
Polovtsi Kahn Konchak's beautiful daughter. Konchak behaves with equal honor
and does not pursue Igor when he does finally escape. Eventually Yaroslovna
and Vladimir are wed, while Igor retumns in trivmph to the city of Putivl.
